Press release: EHIMA ELECTS NEW BOARD

Earlier this month EHIMA, (the European Hearing Instrument Manufacturers Association) elected a new board for the coming two years.
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Mr. Niels Jacobsen, President & CEO of William Demant Holding, was elected to be the new President of EHIMA, succeeding Dr Valentin Chapero Rueda.

Mr Jacobsen has been the CEO of William Demant and Oticon since 1998. He also holds the position of vice-chairman on the Board of A.P. Møller - Mærsk A/S, the largest company in Denmark, as well as serving as Chairman on the Board of Lego A/S. He holds a seat on the Central Board of the Confederation of Danish Industries. Before joining the William Demant Group in 1992 as Executive Vice President he worked as Vice President, Corporate Affairs at Thrige-Titan, then at Atlas Denmark and later on as Managing director of Orion. Niels Jacobsen is 53 years old. He holds an MSc in Business Administration from the University of Aarhus in Denmark. 
As vice-chairman of EHIMA Mr Jan Tøpholm, CEO of Widex A/S, was elected. 

Mr Tøpholm has been CEO of Widex A/S since 1985, when he took over the position from his father, who unfortunately was killed in a car accident. Being the son of Christian Topholm, who founded Widex (Topholm & Westermann) together with Erik Westermann back in 1956, Jan Tøpholm has spent almost his whole life with Widex – and within the hearing aid industry – right back from his childhood. Jan Tøpholm is 63 years old.

His special interests lie in the development and improvement of hearing aid technology, and he is the initiator of many of the Widex hearing aid products.

 Jan Tøpholm received his Master's Degree in electrical engineering in 1973 from the Technical University in Denmark. 

Outside Widex Jan Tøpholm was appointed member of the board of A.P. Møller-Mærsk in 2001  and holds furthermore the position as member of the board of a number of other Danish companies. 
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
